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Subject: Report of Day: 5 (19.09.2024) on celebration “Swachhata Hi Seva” by ICAR-
ITWM, Bhubaneswar - reg

A Swachhta Awareness Campaign involving over eighty farmers and farmwomen were
organized in Garedipanchana Khamara Bhoi Sahi village of Balipatna block in Khordha district,
Odisha on 19" September, 2024 under the ongoing Swachhata Hi Seva program. At the outset,
scientists briefed the participants about the Swachhata Hi Seva programme of ICAR-IIWM and
administered swachhta pledge to them. In the campaign, villagers were sensitized about different
activities and aspects of Swachh Bharat Abhiyan; benefits of cleanliness and hygiene on health and
village environment. Further, scientists also informed the participants about adverse impacts of
polythene bags on environment and discussed safe ways of disposing and managing biodegradable
and non-biodegradable wastes.
